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PROJECT DESCRIPTION AND STATUS (October 2009)

Summary of the Monument Concept and Design
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The focal point of the commemoration will be a national monument integrating a composition of four bronze statues created by internationally renowned Canadian sculptor and recipient of the Order of Canada, Leo Mol.  The statues are symbolic of the ideas of nationhood, patriotism, culture and values from Ukraine to Canada, which became an enduring legacy of our first pioneers.

The monument to Shevchenko will consist of a bronze full-size figure of the young poet, dressed in a frock coat and holding a palette and three instruments in his left hand.  Surrounding the figure will be personages depicted in his writings: a seated Kateryna with child, representing an early ballad from 1838 in which a Ukrainian girl, seduced by a Russian soldier is abandoned with child; Banduryst or folk musician playing the bandura or lute; and Haydamaky, which captures the spirit of the 1841 epic poem in honour of the historic Haydamaky rebellion of Ukrainian peasants and serfs against repressive foreign occupation in the 18th century. 

The monument will feature a large plaque plaque in English, French and Ukrainian to Taras Shevchenko.  Additional plaques will features the 120th Anniversary of Ukrainian Immigration to Canada in 2011, and commemorate other events such as the internment of Ukrainians in Canada and the Holodomor.

Monument Sculptor – Leo Mol (1915-2009)
Leo Mol (Leonid Molodozhanyn) was one of Canada’s senior sculptors with a long and distinguished career and an international reputation.  He was born in Ukraine in 1915 and studied first at the Leningrad Academy of Arts, and after World War II, continued his studies in Berlin and the Hague.  In 1948, he and his wife, Margareth, immigrated to Canada, settling in Winnipeg, Manitoba.  Since then, Mol has created statues of world figures such as Pope John Paul II, Dwight D. Eisenhower and John Diefenbaker.  
Works by Leo Mol may be found in the collections of the Vatican Museum, Rome; the National Portrait Gallery, Washington, D.C.; the Art Gallery of Ontario; the Art Gallery of Hamilton, and the Winnipeg Art Gallery among others, as well as in Private Collections in Canada, the United States of America, England, Italy and Germany. Monument Design and Architecture

The overall project design concept for the monument was created Prof. Radoslav Zuk, Emeritus Professor of Architecture at McGill University.  Prof. Zuk designed an integrated composition for the four statues – a central 3-metre statue surrounded by three 1-metre sculptures -- atop a modern, elevated pedestal and broader platform.  

The application of the concept to the site was developed by Crain Architects Inc. of Ottawa.

Main bronze monument

Young, standing Taras Shevchenko in full stature, dressed in a long coat, which was a standard in the era of the poet and writer.  Height -- 3 metres, weight - 630 kilograms.

Bronze Sculptures for the Complementing Composition
Taras is surrounded by artistic creations from his poetry -- Three 1.2 m. bas-relief figures:

Banduryst (left: 156 kg). Haydamaky (centre:  163 kg), Kateryna with child (Right:  163 kg), 
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The three accompanying statues are based on characters from Shevchenko’s works.  The statue of a young woman entitled “Kateryna” represents the early pioneer woman, who left the security of the birth place to seek a new life in a new country.  More than any single family member, wives, mothers and grandmothers were the gentle force that held and still hold families together. 

The “Kobzar” or minstrel statue represents the cultural and social values that were handed down generation after generation from the first pioneers to become a part of Canada’s national identity. 

The third statue entitled “Haydamaky” is an allegorical representation of freedom.  The characters depicted on this statue are the Zaporozhian Cossacks, who became both the embodiment and defenders of freedom in Ukraine.
